FIELD TRIP INSTRUCTIONS
For the use of
GLUCAGON

PURPOSE: To teach basic knowledge and skills to PISD staff as designated by the principal to
recognize the signs of hypoglycemia (low blood sugar) and the actions of treatment prescribed
by the student's physician when sugar cannot be given by mouth.

A. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:

1. Describe signs and symptoms of severe hypoglycemia.
2. Demonstrate procedure for administration of glucagon.
3. Describe steps for storing and disposing of glucagon.

B. SEVERE HYPOGL YCEMIA
1. Causes

a. Too little food
b. Too much insulin
c. Extra exercise

2. Onset
Sudden, may progress to insulin shock.

3. Signs and Symptoms
a. Disorientation
b. Unconsciousness
c. Seizures or convulsions.

4. Treatment
a. Give glucagon if

a. Repeated administration of sugar or a sugar-sweetened
product such as a regular soft drink or fruit juice does not
improve the student's condition.

b. The student is unable to eat sugar or sugar-sweetened
product.

c. The student is unconscious.

d. The student is having a seizure.

c. Call school contact person to notify parent

C. GLUCAGON DIRECTIONS

1. Remove the flip-off seal from the bottle of glucagon. Wipe rubber stopper on
bottle with alcohol swab.

2. Remove the needle protector from the syringe, and inject the entire contents of the
syringe into the bottle of glucagon. DO NOT REMOVE THE PLASTIC CLIP
FROM THE SYRINGE. Remove syringe from the bottle.
